Although most parks are 
  open year round, some parks or portions 
  of parks are closed during the 
  winter. For a winter 
  schedule and 
  information about
  seasonal closures,
  visit www.parks.state.wa.us
  or call the information
  center at (360) 902-8844.
• Wildlife, plants and all 
  park buildings, signs, tables 
  and other structures are protected; removal or 
  damage of any kind is prohibited. Hunting, 
  feeding of wildlife and gathering firewood on state 
  park property is prohibited.
• Pets must be on leash and under physical control 
  at all times. This includes trail areas and 
  campsites. Pet owners must clean up after pets on 
  all state park lands. 
• Wood fires are not permitted in the campground.

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Welcome to Saltwater
   Saltwater State 

Park is a 
picturesque 
park situated 
along the 
shores of 

Puget Sound. 
It features 

1,445 feet of 
saltwater shoreline 

and is located halfway between the cities 
of Tacoma and Seattle. The park offers 
beautiful views and wildlife-watching 
opportunities.

   Saltwater is the only state park that 
features an underwater, artificial reef 
on Puget Sound. Visitors may explore a 
wonderful diversity of sea life and marine 
environments, including tide pools and 
salmon spawning in McSorley Creek. 
   Visitors also may enjoy exploring the trails 
on foot, fishing, sailboarding, bird watching 
or simply relaxing. 
   Campground is open from May 15 to Sept. 
15 with reservations, campers without a 
reservation may only stay one night at a time.

Please note: Alcohol is not permitted at Saltwater 
State Park. This policy is strictly enforced throughout 
the park, including reserved picnic shelters. 

Park amenities and facilities 
   Saltwater State Park offers several 

amenities and facilities to make your visit 
more enjoyable and comfortable, including: 

• Two shelters can accommodate 50 guests
  each. The shelters are reservable by calling

  (888) 226-7688.
• 147 unsheltered picnic tables. Most picnic sites.

  are near the beach or along McSorley Creek.
• One volleyball field and two fire circles.
• 2 miles of hiking trails.

Welcome to Squak Mountain
Squak 
Mountain 
State Park is 
a forested day-use 
park just outside of 
Issaquah and a short 
15-minute drive from 
Seattle. This 1570-acre 
park is a wilderness with 
glimpses of the city below. 
The park has miles of winding trails 
alongside bubbling creeks and narrow ravines.

Hiking opportunities 
   There are 13 miles of hiking trail and 6 miles 
of hiker/equestrian trail on this 2,024-foot high 
mountain. Trail difficulty ranges from easy 
to strenuous, including a little something for 
everyone. Trails also continue onto King County 
and City of Issaquah park lands, creating many 
extended loop options. 
   The park features a self-guided interpretive walk 
along the 0.3-mile Pretzel Tree Trail adjacent to 
the main trailhead of S.E. May Valley Road. The 
trail signage illustrates the adventures of Field 
Mouse as he meets local forest creatures and 
discovers their importance in the ecosystem on 
his search for the Pretzel Tree.

Park amenities and facilities
   Squak Mountain State Park offers the following 
amenities and facilities to make your visit more 
enjoyable and comfortable:
• Six unsheltered picnic tables are available first come, 
  first served
• Horse ramp (accessible to people with disabilities)
• 13 miles of hiking trail, six miles of equestrian trail and 
  0.3 miles of interpretive trail
• Restroom
• There is no potable water at the park

What is a discover pass?

More than 100 developed state parks
More than 350 primitive recreation sites, including
campgrounds and picnic areas
Nearly 700 water-access points 
Nearly 2,000 miles of designated water and land
recreation trails
More than 80 natural areas
More than 30 wildlife areas

The Discover Pass offers you access to millions of acres
of state recreation lands in Washington, including:

A Discover Pass is required for all vehicles parking in
Washington State Parks and on Washington Fisheries
and Wildlife and Department of Natural Resources land. 

What if I take public transit or walk?
Anyone who takes public transit, walks, rolls, or rides their bike into a
state park does not need to purchase a Discover Pass.
